But with that said, there is still more, especially for those of us who are not
from Abrham's lineage. Galatians 4:4-5 states,* "But when the set time had fully
come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under the law, ° to redeem those
under the law, that we might receive adoption to sonship.” and Romans 9:25-26
states, "?° As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my
people; and her beloved, which was not beloved. % And it shall come to pass, that
in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they
be called the children of the living God." Easter is when we become the adopted
children of God!

Your Attitude Speaks Volumes

Brothers,

Last month we discussed being a good follower is an important leadership trait which builds our
ability to be a good leader and Shepard for our community. Just as important is your attitude on
how you support. If you think they are tasks, then are they from the heart or mind. Are you doing
these tasks because you “have to” or because you want to. You attitude and why you do these ac-
tions are more important then the act itself. It is the same on how you respond to you neighbors.

As Tony Dungy said, “You can’t always control circumstances. However, you can always control
your attitude, approach, and response.” How we answer a tough email or react to a sudden setback
can either tear down or build up. A soft answer-a calm, professional approach doesn’t just keep the
peace; it keeps us moving forward.

Proverbs 15:1 tells us a soft answer turns away wrath but a grievous (or harsh) word stirs up an-
ger. The soft answer refers to a response marked by gentleness, respect, and self-control. In the
original Hebrew, the word for “soft” (rak) implies something tender or delicate suggesting a re-
sponse that is not aggressive or forceful. The harsh word describes speech that is cutting, dismissive
or intended to cause pain-regardless of whether the information shared is true or false.

The Impact: Like gasoline on a fire harsh responses fuel existing hostility and can escalate simple
disagreements into full-blown conflicts.

How you respond to the weather or storms of life for yourself, and your Team indicates emotional
intelligence (EQ). A leader’s tone is just as important as their message, as it signals stability and
opens the door for peace even during chaotic situations. Your response demonstrates not just your
competence but also displays your character. Our attitude and response is our biggest competitive
advantage and has the power to either build bridges or create barriers.

Romans 12:2 states, "Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the re-
newing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is—his good, pleas-
ing and perfect will.” With that said, when you do these acts, do not think of them as tasks, but as
actions that are pleasing and supporting God’s will, or perfect plan. As Philippians 4:8 states, we
should be focusing on good things—"—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such
things;” Proverbs 17:22 reminds us, “A cheerful heart is medicine, but a crushed spirit dries up the
bones; “ and finally, Psalm 118:24 reminds us, “The Lord has done it this very day; let us rejoice to-
day and be glad.” Remember—the Lord has made this day, and every other day. We should be re-
joicing and giving thanks, by performing our actions with a good attitude. As leaders and Shepards,
your family and team looks to your examples on how you respond—lead with your heart!
